Puppy Purchase Contract
This agreement is for the sale/purchase of the below described puppy, hereinafter referred to as “Puppy”, between _____________________________ (Buyer) and C-C Ranch/Carrilea Wilson (Seller) and is made on _______/_______/____________(effective date).

_________(Initial)- Purchase of the Puppy: The Seller agrees to sell the above puppy to the buyer in exchange for the purchase price of which a $500 non-refundable deposit has been paid on or before the date listed above; for so long as the buyer adheres to the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 
__________(Initial)- Pickup/shipping: Buyer shall be responsible for all transportation cost associated with the Buyer obtaining the puppy.  If the puppy is being shipped, shipping will not occur until Seller is paid in full.  Any puppy still in seller’s care after 8 weeks of age shall accumulate a board fee of $10/day to cover extra care, feed and associated health care if said puppy is not waiting on transportation; and half of the purchase price of the puppy will be paid at 8 weeks of age.
___________(Initial)- Breeding Rights: Limited AKC applications will be provided meaning no breeding rights. If puppy is bred without purchasing breeding rights from seller, there will be a $5,000 fine incurred as well as return of the puppy to seller.  Breeding rights may be requested and will be granted on a case by case basis on a separate contract.  
___________(Initial)- Return policy: If for any reason the buyer is unable to care for the puppy, buyer agrees to contact Seller immediately and they will assist in relocating the puppy to a new home.  Buyer will not be provided a refund. Seller makes no guarantees on temperament or working ability.  Basic obedience and all training is the responsibility of the buyer. 
Health Guarantee/Warranty: 
1) Puppy is being sold as is. Seller will offer a 48-hour guarantee. Buyer must take puppy to a licensed vet within 48 hours of receiving it.  If it does not pass the vet exam at that time, then the Seller will refund the price of the puppy provided the puppy is returned to the Seller at the Buyer’s expense including registration papers. At no point will the refund exceed the original purchase price of the puppy.  
2) Seller guarantees that the puppy is in good health and is free of life-threatening diseases/disabilities to their knowledge at that time and as far as the eye can see. The puppy has been vet examined and has received age-appropriate vaccinations, deworming and care. Seller will provide Buyer with medical records detailing any/all treatments the puppy has received while in Seller's care, and any future care Seller feels is essential to the puppy's well-being.  
3) At no time will the Seller be responsible or obligated to pay for veterinary treatments not agreed upon in advance and in writing. Seller shall not be held responsible for the development of diseases, viruses or disorders which are due to Buyers negligence; or any condition that is curable with proper care or is a condition which a puppy will grow out of including non-life threatening umbilical hernias, cryptorchidism, “innocent” heart murmurs and malocclusions. In the unlikely event that said puppy develops a life threatening condition within the first year of life such as juvenile diabetes or cancers, no refund will be given but a replacement puppy will be offered of the same sex and equal value as original purchased puppy as soon as one becomes available.  
4) There is no way to predict how a puppy will cope with the change of a new home and owners. It is the responsibility of the Buyer to transition the puppy carefully and slowly to any change in diet and to provide the most stress-free transition to their new living environment and ownership as possible. Internal parasites, including various intestinal "worms", coccidia, and giardia are a common cause of digestive problems in young puppies. Buyer understands that puppy dewormers are only effective against adult worms and do not kill larva that can be easily picked up by your puppy.  
5) OFA/HIPS:  This puppy is protected by a replacement puppy warranty should it be officially diagnosed with mild to moderate hip dysplasia (HD) before 12 months of age. Borderline to Fair ratings are not included in this warranty.  HD is as much environmental as genetic and even with OFA tested parents, hip dysplasia can occur. There are many genes that control the disease, and it is not fully preventable or predictable.  As a breeder, I do everything possible to prevent it. There are also things you, as the puppy owner, can do to prevent your pup from being at risk of HD.  OFA prelim testing is required for this warranty.  The buyer shall be responsible for any expenses incurred for this test. A copy of the test result, if dysplastic, is to be mailed or e-mailed to the Breeder. If the dog is found to have mild to moderate HD, the dog will be replaced as soon as another pup of same sex and equal value as original purchase becomes available. The buyer pays the cost of shipping the replacement puppy. The owner may keep the first dog and still receive a replacement.  Voided if dog is bred before 12 months or spayed/neutered before 12 months or jumping said puppy too high too young. If the puppy is jumped over elbow height prior to one year of age, the hip guarantee is null and void. Said puppy needs to be switched to adult dog food at 4 months of age to keep it from growing too fast. Fast growth can cause HD as well as various joint OCDs. OCDs are not covered under this warranty.   
6) Epilepsy:  Unfortunately epilepsy cannot be tested for and cannot be predicted.  Should your puppy develop epilepsy as diagnosed by a veterinarian, before 24 months of age, the Seller will replace it with another puppy of same sex and equal value as original purchase as soon as one becomes available. The seller will require vet records and proof of spay/neuter before replacement puppy will be given.
 The Buyer has read and understands the foregoing and agrees that all parts constitute a binding agreement with the Seller. This constitutes the entire agreement of the parties hereto with respect to the sale described.  The undersigned agree to uphold all covenants of this Agreement. Should Buyer choose to break any portion of this agreement, the remainder of Seller’s guarantee will be considered null and void. Should Buyer relinquish ownership in the puppy, for any reason, this sales contract shall be deemed null and void. Buyer and Seller agree that this agreement will be governed by the laws of the State of Alabama. If either party is forced to take legal action to enforce any part of this contract, action shall be initiated in the county of Seller's residence. This also extends to internet sales across state lines.
